Exploitation

Once the weapon is in the
victim's system, the
attacker exploits the

vulnerability to execute
code or commands on the
victim's system.

Once the information is
gathered, the attacker

creates a weapon, such as
malware or an exploit,

that can exploit identified
vulnerabilities.

Reconnaissance : :

In this stage, the attacker
collects information about
the victim. This can
include information about
system vulnerabilities,
security policies,
personnel details and
more.

Action

Delivery Installation

The attacker hands the
weapon to the victim. This
can be done through
phishing emails,
compromised websites,
infected USB devices, and
other methods.

The attacker installs a
backdoor or other type of
persistent access to the
victim's system, allowing
him to maintain access
even if the original
vulnerability is fixed.

Finally, the attacker
performs the actions that
were the target of the
attack, such as stealing
data, destroying systems,
creating a botnet, etc.
